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Resumen

Las cooperativas de ahorro y crédito son intermediarios financieros que deben operar bajo
la dptica del modelo cooperativo, para promover el bienestar social y economico de los sectores
gue no tienen usualmente acceso a financiamiento tradicional.

En este trabajo se revisa el concepto de inversion social y lo comparan con la definicion de
inversion social del cooperativismo puertorriquefio. Desde este marco, se analiza el sistema de
acopio de datos de impacto social (SADIS) utilizado por el sector de ahorro y crédito en Puerto
Rico. El trabajo concluye con el analisis de la cuantificacion de la inversion social realizada por

las cooperativas en Puerto Rico. Se presentan recomendaciones para analisis futuros.
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Abstract
Saving and Credit cooperatives are financial intermediaries that operate under the

principles of the Cooperative model, in order to promote the social and economic welfare of people
that usually have no access to traditional financing.

In this article, the concept of “social investment” is reviewed and compared with the
definition of social investment proposed by the Puerto Rico’s cooperative sector. Within this
framework, the Social Impact Database System (SADIS by its Spanish acronym) used by the

saving and credit sector in Puerto Rico is analyzed.



The article concludes with an analysis of the quantification of the social investment

performed by the cooperatives in Puerto Rico. Recommendations for future studies are presented.
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
